ASL to Build an Ocean Data Geoportal for Greenland O&G

The Mineral Licence and Safety Authority of the Government of Greenland (MLSA) has
contracted ASL Environmental Sciences to build and maintain a web-based marine geoportal
from which sea ice, iceberg, metocean, and seafloor data from the east and west coasts of
Greenland can be accessed by authorized parties.
